The Hudson River Gorge

A dam release makes it possible to paddle the scenic Hudson River Gorge from early
April through Columbus Day weekend. Release days are Tuesday, Thursday, Saturday,
and Sunday. Show up is 8AM and we are back in Newcomb no later than 4:30. The cost
is $575.00 for 1-6 guest, add a 7t person for an additional $95.00. This is a bring-your-
own-lunch price, cooler space will be provided.

Newcomb to North River

When the natural flow cooperates you can book a trip from Newcomb to North River.
The 12 mile section of river from Newcomb to the Indian River is remote, rarely will you
see another person. The next 14 miles to North River is the commercial rafting section
through the wild and scenic Hudson River Gorge. On a release day we will encounter
others enjoying this part of the Hudson. We launch from Cloudsplitter around 8 AM and
are back to Newcomb around 4:30. This Day trip is limited to 6 Guest. The cost is
$575.00 for 1- 6 guest. Bring your own lunch, coolers will be provided.

Duckie Trips (Inflatable Kayaks)
Newcomb to the Blackwell Stillwater

When Nature provides enough water Cloudsplitter offers a 6 mile “Duckie Trips”
on the Hudson River from Cloudsplitter to the Blackwell Stillwater in the Essex
Chain Lakes Complex. At the end of the trip there is a short 1/4 mile portage from
the take-out at the Iron Bridge to the parking lot. The cost for this trip is $350 and
limited to 4 guest. AM launch times are flexible. Bring your own snacks.

Newcomb to the Indian River

When Nature provides enough water Cloudsplitter offers a 12 mile “Duckie Trips”
on the Hudson River from Newcomb to the Indian River in the Essex Chain Lakes
Complex. At the end of the trip there is a short 1/8h mile portage from the take-out
at the Old Outer Gooley Club parking area. The cost for this trip is $450 and

limited to 4 guest. AM launch times are flexible. Bring your own snacks.
